RULES AND REGULATIONS                      EFFECTIVE: DECEMBER 15, 2001

Pacific Point Homeowners Association

Hearing Procedures

Any person in violation of the association's rules may be subject to fines and or other penalties, as follows:

Hearing Procedures and Fines

1. When a verified complaint is received from an owner, or from a Board member, the person alleged to have violated any of the Rules of Pacific Point Homeowners Association is entitled to a hearing before the Board of Directors of the Association to show cause why she/he should not be fined, and/or subject to other charges as the Board deems ap​propriate. (As used herein a "verified complaint" shall be a complaint in writing identifying the complainant by name and address). The Board may authorize the towing of vehicles and/or removal of prop​erty stored in violation of the Rules without notice and/or hearing.

2. The procedure to be followed by the Board in the attempted imposi​tion of fines on unit owners or other action is as follows:

a. The owner shall be given not less than fifteen (15) days notice nor more than thirty (30) days notice of the proposed im​position of a fine or other action which the Board intends to as​sess or take.

b. The notice of proposed fine or action shall be sent by first-class, registered or certified mail to the last address of the owner shown on the records of the Association. Service of the notice shall be complete and shall be deemed to have occurred when the notice is mailed by the Association in accordance with this paragraph.

c. The notice of proposed action and/or fine shall contain at least the following information:

i. The date of mailing of the notice (i.e., the service date).

ii. The facts involved in the alleged violation of the Rules. 

iii. The date of imposition of the fine and/or other action unless the owner demands a hearing.

iv. The total amount of the possible fine and/or other charges shall be set forth in the notice. The notice may also contain a proposed settlement offer.

d. The owner shall have the opportunity to be heard, orally or in writing (at the option of the owner), provided that he/she serves the Board a specific written demand to be heard within ten (10) days of the service of the notice referred to above. The board will then schedule a hearing not less than fifteen (15) days nor more than thirty (30) days after receipt of the demand for a hearing from the owner is received by the Board. The owner's hearing demand shall be served upon the Board by delivery of a copy of the hearing demand to the Management Company's office as fol​lows: "Pacific Point Homeowners Association, c/o Manor Association, 353 Main Street, Redwood City, CA 94063-1729." If the owner demands a hearing as set forth above the Board shall give the owner not less than fifteen (15) days notice nor more than thirty (30) days notice of the proposed hearing date.

e. The board has authority and discretion in its enforcement of these Rules and the Board also has discretion as to the nature and ex​tent of said enforcement The Board is responsible for adopting and updating Rules from time to time and for informing owners and their tenants of changes: and owners, tenants and their guests are responsible for observing the Rules. It is the duty of each owner to provide his/her tenant with a copy of these Rules and any changes thereto.

f. These Rules sha1l be effective as of December 15, 2001.

g. The amount of any fine levied shall, as above noted, be at the discretion of the Board but sha1l not exceed Fifty Do1lars ($50.00) per day for the first violation plus collection and assessment charges and costs (which might include various administrative costs, management fees and/or attorneys' fees). Additional viola​tions could be fined up to Two Hundred and Fifty Dollars ($250.00) per violation plus co1lection and assessment charges and costs (which might include various administrative costs, man​agement fees and/or attorneys' fees).
